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INDONESIA WANTS DEVELOPED NATIONS TO LEAD EFFORTS IN CLIMATE CHANGE
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Indonesian President Susilo Bambang Yudhoyono has expressed the hope that the developed countries will continue to lead the world's efforts to anticipate the negative impact of climate change and global warming. 

"0Since the developed countries have already done things in a faster way, it is only logical that they should be in the lead in the world's efforts to bring about a significant reduction in carbon emissions," he said when opening an informal ministerial meeting on preparations for an International Conference on Climate Change here today.

He said the developed nations could continue their leading role by converting their social and economic systems into low-carbon communities.

"I appreciate the fact that several developed nations have done so by reducing their gas emissions without waiting for a global agreement," Susilo was quoted by Antara news agency as saying at the Bogor Presidential Palace where the two-day meeting is being held.

Thirty-five 35 environment ministers are attending the meeting and Malaysia is represented by Datuk Azmi Khalid.

Susilo said the developed nations should also provide developing countries with resources, technology and financial support to overcome the negative impact of climate change.

Therefore, it was hoped that after the expiry of the Kyoto protocol in 2012, the developed countries would have a stronger commitment to reducing their emissions.

"The world's economic powers must show their commitment now and in the future," he said, adding that as for the developing countries, they were expected to actively participate in the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions within their respective borders.

"The developing countries have started their effort to reduce green house gas emissions but they have to pursue an innovative strategy for its prevention and adaptation," he added, stressing that preventive and adaptative measures would not work without adequate technology.

Urging the international community to encourage the developing nations to use environment-friendly technology in the future, Susilo expressed the hope that the informal meeting would support the success of the International Conference on Climate Change in the resort island of Bali in December.
