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    Nusa Dua, Bali, Dec 6 (ANTARA) - Indonesian Forestry Minister MS Kaban is set to launch the so-called Reducing Emissions from Deforestation and Degradation (REDD) program on the occasion of Bali's climate change talks on Thursday.     The launch will take place at the Resot Ayoda in Nusa Dua, Bali. A number of activities such as workshop, field visit and scientific discussion will highlight the event.     The discussion will feature speakers from Ryukyus University, Darwin Initiative and the Indonesian Forestry Ministry.     Many quarters are still at odds over the REDD program which details mechanisms for incentives, loans and finance.     Those who are opposed to the program said it ignores local people's rights.     On Wednesday, the Indonesian Forum for the Environment (Walhi) criticized the program as an effort to divert the issue of climate change to incentives from developed nations.

    Developed nations which make up 15 percent of the global population emit 70 percent of the total carbon emissions blamed for the climate change.     Meanwhile, other quarters see the program as a chance for  Indonesia to get the incentives for saving its forests.     "Of course, the mechanism of carbon trading will not deprive local people of their rights," Minister Kaban said on Tuesday.
