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    Jimbaran, Bali, Dec 13 (ANTARA) - The Indonesian and Singaporian governments shared a view on efforts of creating a new agreement dubbed Bali Roadmap in the ongoing  United Nations conference on climate change (UNFCCC) in Bali, Indonesian presidential spokesman Dino Patti Djalal told the media after flanking President Susilo Bambang Yudhoyono receiving Singapore Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong in the island resort on Wednesday.     "Indonesia and Singapore shared the view that the international meeting in Bali needs to produce a Road Map, and  that Premier  Loong said he has told his environment minister to do his best in working with Indonesia to create the Bali Roadmap," Dino said.    The talks in Bali -- which would still be held for another two days -- need to be further intensified.     "The reference is the creation of the Bali Roadmap on negotiations to be started with a clear agenda and schedule," he said.

   The Indonesian government, he added, believed that all the references would be obtained in the last two days.    "President Yudhoyono has been informed that our negotiators and other negotiators are dead serious. They fully realize that this is very rare opportunity," he added.    The views of the whole world are now in ali, and if the negotiators failed to accomplish their mission here, the rare momentum would be lost.    Besides discussing climate change, the 30-minute meeting between the two heads of state also talks about the bilateral relations between two countries.    "With regard to the bilateral ties, they agreed that the relations had been going on quite well, and that next year Premier Loong will invite President Yudhoyono a bilateral retreat in the island republic," he said.    One of the concrete cooperation schemes discussed was on forestry.    "The two leaders were quite satisfied that this year there were not drifting smoke and forest fires. Singapore is also still trying to settle a forestry cooperation in one of the regencies in Jambi province six times the land area of Singapore, but would have an adverse impact on the forest in the regency," he said.    President Yudhoyono appreciated that as well as Singapore's support to Indonesian efforts of promoting the idea on reducing emissions from deforestation and degradation (REDD) within the large framework of dealing with climate change.
